
To use the Opposing Viewpoints database:

1.  Open the Media Center homepage by clicking on Internet Explorer.  
(Note:  If it doesn’t come up when you click on internet explorer, type in the following address

2.  Click on Online Databases. 

3.  Click on Mott Community College Library Resources.

4.  When the Mott homepage comes up, click on Online Resources.
